Working for Escape  

  

The theme for the project was based on the 
story of the Water Babies.  I suggested to the 
group that we produce textile prints and weaves 
to make Wearable Art �± a kimono and a ball 
gown plus a curtain that could be used as a 
backdrop for a Water Babies production in the 
future. 
 

We printed images relating to water, reeds, birds and text using a 
type of silk screen printing onto dyed fabrics, wooden blocks, 
brushes and textile inks.  We made woven fabric using cardboards 
frames, garden net and strips of multi-coloured fabrics, wools and 
lace. 
 

Once the garments and backdrop were put together, we embellished 
the work with colourful threads, beads and decorative stitch. 
 

I enjoyed working with everyone very much and was thrilled to see 
how enthusiastically they created the Wearable Art pieces including 
modelling them at the end of the project.
